      School Representation Policy
Seven Hills High School staff are responsible for ensuring that students attending events as officials, participants or spectators, have achieved and maintained of level of behaviour and commitment expected by the school and its community. 

Student Responsibilities

To be eligible to represent the school the student must meet the following standards.

· Have a positive record of behaviour, attendance, uniform and task completion.

· Have returned their permission note and money by the due date as specified on the note.

· Be appropriately attired i.e. full school uniform or sports uniform (see uniform policy) as per the permission note. Failure to do so may result in the student being withdrawn from the excursion.
Student behaviour and attendance on excursions are covered by the school’s discipline policy. Failure to meet the school’s standards of behaviour, attendance and/or participation will result in the student’s involvement in future activities being reviewed by the senior executive.
Submissions for student attendance at events:

· The organising staff will submit a list of students representing the school to the Head Teacher in Charge for approval based on the above standards.
· The Head Teacher in Charge will submit the names of those approved to the Executive for confirmation.

Exclusions from events:
· Senior Executive have right to veto any student whose behaviour has been such that it would be inappropriate for them to attend.
· Students on Deputy Principal monitoring may be excluded from attending excursions whilst on the program and for one week after its conclusion.

· Students on Executive monitoring will have their names submitted to an executive meeting for consideration. Factors considered by the committee include whether attendance at the excursion is a component of a planned process for the student’s personal development.
