Student Responsibilities – Learning from Home 
Seven Hills High School will be delivering online learning using Google Classroom during Term 2. If you are unable to work online, you will need to contact the school and organise a workbook to be sent home. Work booklets need to be completed and returned by the end of each two-week cycle.
How do I manage my learning at home?
To assist you in managing working from home we are suggesting you divide each school day into five 45-minute sessions with scheduled breaks in between.

You may choose to follow your school timetable or base your daily workload on interest. Staff may also request you log in to particular sessions if they are conducting class discussions online.
There is an expectation that you are online at some time between the hours 9.00am and 2.00pm. It is recognised; however, that you may have to share access to computers and the internet at home and you may want to complete some work outside of these hours. Your teachers will limit their interactions with you as much as possible to these hours.
How do I work online?

· Google Classroom can be accessed through the Student Learning Portal using the following link: portal.det.nsw.edu.au.  
· You will receive an email invitation from your classroom teachers to join their Google Classroom.
What should I be doing each school day?

· Develop a structured routine, where possible, for your day of online learning.

· Get up and get dressed.

· Have breakfast, brush your teeth and wash your hands.

· Log into your Google Classroom account via the portal.

· Check messages in Google Classroom.

· Check in with your teacher in some form, either directly in class discussions or by completing and turning-in work through Google Classroom.

· Complete all work set by your teacher as best as you can within the required timeframe.

· You will not usually be expected to do work at any particular time of the day. Teachers will be able to see if you are completing work over a period of time. 
· A teacher may require you to participate in a class discussion in a particular session. You will be provided with advance notice of this through Google Classroom. 

· Teachers will give positive Sentral entries for your participation in learning.

· If you need help with work, you should contact your teacher through Google Classroom. Student Learning and Support Officers will be assigned to support students who are experiencing difficulty.

How do I work safely and respectfully online?
· Update your current password

· Only connect with your own Login details and never share these details with others. 
· Treat your online teachers and fellow students with respect.
· If you are concerned with what is being shared online notify your classroom teacher immediately.
How can I look after my own health?

· Now that you are not at school, make sure you still get lots of exercise at home. Eat as well as you can and look after your physical health.
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
